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This is the first historical study of Indigenous Australian masculinity. Using the reactions of eighteenth-century
western explorers to Aboriginal men, Konishi argues that these encounters were not as negative as has been
thought. Instead, a wide range of contemporary sources from colonial explorers is used to present a more
nuanced view. Ideas about human difference, nature, ‘savagery’, sexuality, language and conflict are
analysed and assessed. By examining the response to the Aboriginal body within these contexts, Konishi
makes a significant contribution to the study of eighteenth-century European thought.
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Anatomy and the Organization of Knowledge, 1500–1850
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Across early modern Europe, the growing scientific practice of dissection prompted new and insightful ideas
about the human body. This collection of essays explores the impact of anatomical knowledge on wider
issues of learning and culture.

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It-narratives are prose fictions that take as their central characters animals or inanimate objects. This
four-volume reset collection includes numerous examples of narratives in different forms, including short
stories, excerpts from novels, periodical fiction and serialized works. While some are told from the
perspective of the objects themselves, others use them as hubs around which other characters’ stories are
spun. Though similar tales are the basis of many modern children’s books, the earliest eighteenth-century
examples addressed an adult audience.

Exploring the circulation of objects in an increasingly commercial society they provide an insight into
important social and cultural trends. Central to the genre are questions about how humans differ from
animals or objects, an important issue for an age haunted by the Atlantic slave trade and capital punishment.
These narratives are also of contemporary relevance to our concerns about cyborgs, smart machines,
animal rights and ownership of the human genome.

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It is almost impossible to exaggerate the role that the coal industry played in nineteenth and early
twentieth-century Britain. Coal, along with cotton, was the driving force of the British industrial revolution. By
the time the First World War broke out in 1914, nearly two-thirds of all the coal entering world trade was
mined in Britain, and coal mining accounted for one in ten of Great Britain’s male population in employment.
The rapid expansion of coal mining had a profound impact not just upon the British economy but upon the
social, cultural, religious, industrial and political life of the country.

This is Part II of a six-volume, reset collection that provides scholars with a wide variety of sources relating to
the Victorian coal industry. It is no longer possible to view nineteenth and early twentieth-century industry in
terms of an unchanging confrontation between owners and miners locked together in an incessant stream of
strikes and lockouts. The collection takes into account the recent developments in the historiography of coal
mining, showing that miners and their families did not live bleakly narrow lives in featureless, single-industry
communities cut off from the rest of society.
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Ellen Terry (1847–1928) was one of the first modern stars of the British stage. She toured America and
Australia and was adored by the public, and has become an icon of Victorian womanhood. A transitional
figure, Terry straddled both the Victorian and the modern world. The controversies of her private life were
numerous: elopement, cohabitation, single-motherhood, multiple marriages – two with significant age
differences – yet she maintained the reputation of a thoroughly feminine woman of the age.

 The collection brings together material from across the world, and includes letters to many famous
addressees – Bram Stoker and George Bernard Shaw among them – as well as many lesser- or unknown
recipients who often get the best of Terry’s playful prose. The volumes will be of value to those with an
interest in Victorian theatre, women’s suffrage, and fin de siècle literature.

Desperate Housewives, Neuroses and the Domestic
Environment, 1945–1970

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The historical association between femininity and neurosis is well documented. Many recent studies have
seen women’s mental health issues in the aftermath of the Second World War as being a direct
consequence of a lack of opportunity and the banality of a domestic lifestyle. Although the figure of the
‘desperate housewife’ is familiar to us, Haggett suggests that many women in the 1950s and 1960s led
satisfying lives and that gender roles, while very different, were often seen as equal.

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English Convents in Exile, 1600–1800, Part I

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Between 1600 and 1800 around four thousand Catholic women left England for a life of exile in the convents
of France, Flanders, Portugal and America. These closed communities offered religious contemplation and
safety, but also provided an environment of concentrated female intellectualism. The nuns' writings from this
time form a unique resource, documenting daily domestic and devotional pursuits, as well as issues of wider
interest, such as record keeping, finance, national identity, transatlantic connections and the nature of exile.

The majority of the documents in this collection are extremely rare and previously unpublished. Each volume
is given over to a particular theme: history, spirituality, life writing, management and the outside world.
Documents have been chosen to cover a range of monastic orders and are contextualized by headnotes,
endnotes and volume introductions as well as by a full, overarching general introduction. The collection brings
to light over a hundred testimonies previously unavailable to scholars and will be a key resource for those
researching social and religious history or women's intellectual history of this period.

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After the upheavals of the Civil War, religious dissent became a recognized fact of life in England and was
finally, if incompletely, accepted in the Toleration Act of 1689. Nonconformists, although constituting a
relatively small proportion of the population, produced a volume of printed material which belied their
numbers. This body of work was heterogeneous and used for an enormous variety of purposes. In this, the
first scholarly edition of nonconformist poetry, the editor draws together a representative selection of
dissenting poetry.

The multi-faceted nature of dissenting verse is demonstrated, from the sonnets of the Quaker Martin Mason
to the self-consciously ‘witty’ acrostic used to commemorate the Fifth Monarchist Vavasor Powell’s death, to
the Quaker schismatic John Perrot’s ‘A sea of the seed's sufferings’. The edition is also the first to give
extensive coverage to some of the most prolific and significant nonconformist poets, in particular, the Baptist
Benjamin Keach and Robert Wild. 'English Nonconformist Poetry' probes the boundaries of the poetic canon
and provides the materials by which a set of silenced voices might be recovered and studied in their own
right, thus revealing the cultural debt England’s literary heritage owes to the dissenting tradition.

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Fashion and celebrity may be twenty-first century obsessions, but they were also key concepts in Regency
culture. Both celebrated and condemned for their popularity, silver fork novels were extremely popular during
this period. These texts detailed the lives and loves of London fashionables and in doing so became a form of
conduct book, offering guidelines for members of the socially aspirant middle class. This study looks at the
social and literary impact of this significant genre and charts its role in the development of the novel as a form
and its status in the literary market place.

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This is the first modern scholarly edition of Florence Macarthy: An Irish Tale(1818). Owenson's seventh
novel, it is the most sophisticated of her four 'national tales'. In these tales, Owenson combined conventional
romance plotlines with discussion of the political and social problems in Ireland, following the passing of the
Act of Union in 1800.

The plot concerns General Fitzwalter, an Anglo-Irish aristocrat, returning to Ireland to claim his inheritance. A
series of incidents involving both mistaken and assumed identity drives the plot along, whilst delivering a
polemic against the failure of the post-Union administration to emancipate the Irish Catholics or to deal with
increasing poverty. The vivacious patriotic novelist and mistress of disguise, Lady Clancare/Florence
Macarthy, who wins the affection of General Fitzwalter also functions as a voice against the mysogyny of the
contemporary literary establishment. A comprehensive introduction sets the work in the context of Irish
political and social history, print culture, women's studies and literary theory. Thorough annotation is provided
throughout and textual variants are also included.
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
